
Step 1: Create  a flag for on 
top of the sail buy cutting 
small triangles out of pa-
per. Glue the fold together 
on the top of the skewer.   
Now cut a large  
triangle for the sail 

What you need 

Sponges,  
Wood Skewers,  
paper,  
scissors  
and glue  

Tube of water for sailing 

Now poke another hole at the bottom of the 
triangle to form a sail. Your sail does not have to 
be taunt on the skewer, it can bend.   

Push the skewer with the sail through the hole in 
your sponge. Adjust the sail as necessary and sail 
away. 

Step 2: Poke the skewer into the sponge so that it 
goes through the other side at least 2cm. Remove 
the skewer. Poke a hole at the top of the large 
triangle about 1cm from the end, and poke the 
skewer through the paper and toward the bottom 
of the triangle.  

Step 3: To sail. Place the boat into the water and 
let the sponge absorb water before letting go. 
You’ll need to adjust the skewer up and down 
through the sponge and adjust the sail for 
optimal sailing.  

Note: They will all tipped over at some point and the sails will get wet. But they still worked fine. It works best if the skewer 
pokes through the bottom of the sponge about 3-5cm Clearly you can experiment with this!  
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
